Adopt – a -  Plot

In partnership with Dursley Town Council

Over the last few years TV gardeners like Alan Titchmarsh, Monty Don and Carol Klein have reinvigorated our passion for gardening and in particularly growing our own vegetables.   With the resurgence of interest in vegetable growing has come an increase in demand for allotments; a demand that some of the Parish and Town Councils are unable to meet.   New housing with smaller gardens has increased this need.  Dursley Town Council currently have a list of about 40 people who are waiting for an allotment.

There are many people, particularly older people, who have large gardens that they are unable to use or cope with.    We would like to investigate whether there is a way of helping the people who are waiting for an allotment to adopt part of an unused garden to grow vegetables.  In other parts of the country this type of scheme works well, relieves older people’s worries about tending their gardens and gives access to land for vegetable growing.

There would be some ground rules for people who agree to participate in     “Adopt – a – Plot”.  Both adopter and plot owner would need to sign up for a minimum of one year.   No money should change hands but we would like to think that adopters would share some of their surplus vegetables with the plot owners.  Some sensible guidelines around organic and non-organic gardening, pets, noise etc. will be detailed should the “Adopt – a – Plot” scheme go ahead.
